Faced with an ongoing shortage of donor eggs in the UK, we have made major advances in providing access to
donor eggs through our International Programmes.

At the end of this, you will have a
clear idea of the solution and the way forward which suits you best - both from a medical standpoint and in
terms of your own hopes and ambitions.

Attending a free introductory consultation incurs no obligation. Whatever you decide will be respected and
supported.

What you will learn is whether you could participate in our International Egg Sharing Programme or our
International Egg Recipient Programme. These programmes enable suitable patients to begin treatment
immediately.

Our International Egg Recipient Programme

The International Egg Recipient Programme is fully supported - we have developed a methodology under which
a group of patients travels for embryo transfer to the overseas host centre on a planned basis, with one of our
clinicians and a Bridge Programme Co-ordinator on-site. Matched donors are prepared to a precise schedule
and a Bridge clinician supervises this and carries out all the ETs at the overseas host centre. Because of the
precise timing involved, it is necessary for all patients to be prepared at Bridge.

The normal duration of stay overseas for first-time recipients is Monday to Saturday. The programme is
achieving excellent results — 36 out of 90 patients undergoing embryo transfers up to December 2006 have now
given birth — a live birth success rate of 40%.
